MUMBAI: Ofthe 41 world toppers
from India in the Cambridge
International Exams (CIE) this
year,20are from Mumbai. This
is the first time such a large
number of city students topped
the world in different subjectsin
Classes10,11and 12, CIE series
held in March and June this
year and in November last year.
The merit list was out on Mon-
day.

The number of toppers this
year is higher than last year,
when only nine students from
Mumbai were among the 22
world toppers from India. This
might be the result of a 17%
increasein thenumber of exam
entriessince last year, after the
March series of exams was
introduced, said officials.

This year, there were 47,080
entries from India for the Inter-
national General Certificate of
School Education (IGCSE)
exam, the equivalent of Class 10
exams.

Therewere 15,983 entries for
the AS and A levels, the equiva-
lentsof Classes 11 and 12 exams.
Last year, there were 28,900
entries for IGCSE and 14,789 for
the other exams.
